AIRMEN MEDICALS:      Dr. Noak in Homedale is no longer 
doing flight physicals.  However, Dr. Paul Collins (287-1110) , a 
long time hangar & airplane owner & pilot on the Caldwell Airport is still performing flight physicals.  
Dr. Sim (376-8666) in Boise also performs flight physicals for class 2 & 3.  Both doctors are by ap-
pointment only.  Class 2 & 3 covers commercial and private pilots class 1 covers ATR pilots.

If you are moving or have 
moved, please notify the Air-
port Manager’s office at 459-
9779 AND the  City of Cald-
well's Billing Department at 
455-4791. 
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Several hangars — 
well maybe more than several — have 
non-aviation items sitting outside the han-
gar.  When the FAA does an inspection of 
our Airport, they really come down hard 
on us for anything outside the hangar, but 
most especially for non-aviation related 
items, such as trucks, vans, vehicles and 
trailers.  Our Airport is not meant to be a 
storage place for such items.  It is to all 
our advantage to have a really clean and 
neat looking Airport, which then raises 
the value of all our hangars.  Please take 
a look around the outside of your hangar 
and clean up as needed. 

 

We have several directives from City Hall 
that affect our Airport: 
  

1. The Airport Manager has been directed to enter 
every hangar on the Airport and to report what 
is located in that hangar.  Curt will be contact-
ing you for access to your hangar. 

2. If you hold a lease on land at the Airport, there 
must be physical improvements on that lot be-
fore it can be sold.  This will eliminate holding 
cheap land with no intention of building. 

3. The Lease transfer of a hangar must take place 
before or concurrently with the sale of the han-
gar. 
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Red areas are never to be entered by a vehicle.  
 

In the rare incident that a vehicle would ever be operated on the Runway or on Taxiway 
“A” (also known as the outer taxiway), such vehicle shall have a flashing yellow beacon light 
and shall monitor the UNICOM frequency, and shall have permission from the  
Airport Manager.                                                      (excerpt from Caldwell Airport Driving Manual)                                            
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The  following is a quote from the FAA concerning w hat 
can and cannot be stored in  a hangar: 
 
                                

“We believe a hangar is used for airport purposes when it contains 
a plane that is in flying condition or has a high probability of being 

placed back in flying condition.  If the hangar is a large hangar, capable of holding more than 
one aircraft, we expect that the primary use of the hangar area to be for the storage of aircraft.  
However, if during the course of a compliance inspection, we see a small boat or snowmobile 
stored under a wing of an aircraft, we typically do not stipulate in the compliance report that it 
must be removed if the hangar's primary purpose is obviously the storage of the aircraft.  If how-
ever, we see a hangar with no airplane parked in it being used to store large boats, trailers, mo-
tor homes, or miscellaneous non-aviation items, we will request that the sponsor make the han-
gar available to a new tenant for storage of an aircraft.  Similarly, the storage of boats, trailers, 
motor homes, etc. outside of a leased hangar area on  aeronautical use property should not be 
allowed.  The land should be put to aeronautical use.  Temporarily, a vehicle may be parked in a 
hangar while the aircraft is away from the airport, but the vehicle must be removed upon return of 
the aircraft.” 
 
 
 

NOTE:  “Aeronautical use land” refers to all of Caldwell Airport, as it was all purchased with FAA 
monies. 
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
